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What do you think about bullying?

MENCAP Questionnaire – Explanatory Notes

TO BE USED IN CONJUNCTION WITH ADMINISTRATOR INSTRUCTIONS

Question 1
There are two parts to Question 1

Part 1.: Colour in where you go

Ask pupils to colour the places where they go.  If there is anywhere else that they go lots of times then this can be drawn or written into the blank box by the pupil.

Part 2:  Now circle where you have been bullied

Ask pupils to put a circle around any of the places (including any extra they have added themselves) where they know they have been bullied.  They can circle as many as they like.

If a pupil has not been bullied, then nothing should be circled and they should move onto Question 7 (where are you scared that bullying might happen?)

Question 2:  How were you bullied?

Ask pupils to indicate how they have been bullied.  They can do this by circling, marking or colouring in as many options that are true for them.  If there is another way that they were bullied, then this can be written or drawn into the blank box.

Question 3:  What did you do when you were bullied?

Ask pupils to indicate (by colouring, circling, marking, etc.) what they did when they were bullied, such as cried or stayed away from the bully.  If they did something different, then this can be written or drawn into the blank box.

Question 4:  How old were you when you were bullied?

Ask pupils to indicate (by colouring, circling, marking, etc.) all the ages at which they remember being bullied.

Younger pupils will find it difficult to remember how old they were when they were bullied.  For this question, the administrator may need to work with pupils to help identify which school year or class the pupil was in and from this work out how old they were.

Question 5:  Did you tell someone you were bullied?

Ask pupils to indicate (by colouring, circling, marking, etc.) if they told anyone that they were being bullied and who they told.  Pupils can choose all the options that apply to them.

Question 6:  Did the bullying stop when you told someone?

Ask pupils to indicate (by colouring, circling, marking, etc.) whether the bullying stopped if they told someone.
Question 7:  Where are you scared that bullying might happen?

Ask pupils to indicate (by colouring, circling, marking, etc.) the places where they don’t like to go because they are scared they will be bullied there.  They can choose more than one.  If there is another place where they don’t like to go, then this can be written or drawn into the blank box.  

Question 8:  Is there anything else that you want to tell us?

This has been left blank for pupils to tell us anything else they want to about bullying.  This can be done through words or drawings.  It could be they want to tell us about an experience of bullying they have had, or how they felt if they were bullied, or just something about bullying in general.

Question 9:  About you

Ask pupils to record how old they are, if they are male or female and their ethnicity.
